All three are valuable in letting friends and professional 
folks know where you are if you get lost.  

NOTE: If you find yourself lost and send an emergency signal, do not 
move from that location!!!! It makes it harder for emergency 
personnel to find you if they arrive at the sent signal area only to find 
you have wandered off somewhere!!!! Also: Please carry a mirror and 
a whistle for signaling purposes.
